Evens in Auditorium & Blackbox / via LOADING DOCK (2) 
Location : Left side / enter parking lot via barrier 
Door size : Width 2.92 m × Height 3.20 m 
 
Loading and unloading is only allowed after registration via 020 7055007 or the number on the door. 
 
House Rules – (Un)loading  
Client is responsible for communicating all rules to suppliers, crew, and producers. 
 

- One vehicle  at a time. Only one vehicle per loading dock. If occupied, wait outside the barrier  
- It is prohibited to park on the parking area behind the barrier. This area is only for loading and 

unloading. During build-up or break-down vehicles cannot stay at the loading dock and must 
be moved from the area. 

- It is not possible for a truck to turn in the area behind the barrier.  Drive in reversed before 
entering the barrier when necessary.  

- Watch the barrier when backing up. Pay attention while driving the truck in reverse on the 
parking lot. There is a traffic barrier that is often overlooked. 

- Silence during plenary program. It is not allowed to open the overhead door during plenary 
sessions due to noise disturbance. That is why we ask our clients to notify this beforehand to 
their own suppliers and artists. 

- Safety and communication. Wear safety shoes and visible clothing (e.g. reflective vest). 
- Pallets and other materials. Materials or pallets may not be left behind; disposal costs will be 

charged. 
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Deliveries 

 

It is possible to plan deliveries to Theater Amsterdam within a maximum of one day before the event, 
as long as this is agreed upon with the sales manager or producer of Theater Amsterdam. The 
dutymanager will accept these deliveries and will make sure they are stored in the right place. We 
expect all the items will be removed on the day of the event. Theater Amsterdam is not responsible for 
earlier delivered items or items that are left behind. 
 
We kindly ask you to clearly mention the name and date of the event on the on the delivery. 
 
Please note: Deliveries on pallets are possible, but keep in mind this may have additional costs for the 
processing of the waste of the pallets if these are left behind. 
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Facilities 

 
Restrooms 

Theater Amsterdam has an adequate amount of restrooms. Guests in the Auditorium or in the 

Blackbox can make use of the restrooms in the Foyer. 

Foyer  : 20 women’s toilets, 5 men’s toilets, 12 urinals and 1x accessible toilet 

Loft  : 2 women’s toilets, 2 men’s toilets 

Climate 
The entire building has climate control and the Foyer and Loft have heated floors. 
 

Damage  
These guidelines have to be taken into account to prevent damage:  

- No posters/other materials to the walls, the pillars and on the doors without approval 
- Furniture, crates, chairs and other materials must be carried, not pushed. 
- Only make use of trolleys with rubber wheels.  
- In the Foyer and on the Loft the use of pallet trucks is not allowed. 
- Only make use of cherry-pickers with non-marking tires. 
- Do not make use of duc-tape on all floors, PVC tape is mandatory. 
- Always make use of appropriate mats underneath bars, buffets and other furniture. These are 

available for you with the duty manager.  
- When water or other liquids leak on the floor, dry this directly. 
- Vehicle tyres may not be placed directly on the Black Box floor; protective material must be 

used underneath. 

 
Theater Amsterdam reserves the right to recover any damage caused to the property from the client. 
 

Cleaning and waste processing 

The rented areas will be clean when handed over at the start of the rental period. The deployment of a 

service cleaner during the event is mandatory. During the event he or she will check the toilets and the 

rented areas. Please keep in mind the service cleaner is not scheduled to clean after a build-up. In this 

case it is necessary to plan an extra interim cleaning. 

 

We assume the waste of the items that the organization has brought will be taken away at the end of 
the event. Do you prefer renting a container with us? Please notify us in advance. 
 

Fireworks / Balloons / Confetti 

It is not allowed to use confetti or light fireworks or sparklers in the building or in the near area. It is 

allowed to have helium balloons in the building, as long as these are attached properly. Due to the 

hight of the ceilings, an ‘escaped’ balloon is not easily removed. When this does happen extra cleaning 

costs and a night guard will be charged.

Duty manager 
During every event and during the build-up and break down of this event, a duty manager is present. 
The duty manager is present on all the day(s) of your reservation as your first contact person 
regarding Theater Amsterdam and to answer any remaining questions. Besides this the duty manager 
is happy to advise you regarding furnishing, decoration and a good flow of the event. In case of 
emergencies, the duty manager is responsible for Theater Amsterdam as the head of Emergency 
Response Officer (ERO) and contact person for the visiting organization and possible emergency 
services. The duty manager is supported by a First Aid team. The First Aid team will provide (medical) 
support and/or guidance during an evacuation.

Front of house staff 
Part of the responsibilities of the duty manager is leading the front of house staff. These employees 
are part of the safety plan, are all First Aid trained and are present to guarantee the safety during an 
event. The advice of Theater Amsterdam about the deployment of this staff is leading.  The FOH-team 
usually consist of: 
 
Cloakroom –   Safe and secure storage of all bags and coats and part of Emergency response team. 
Usher          –   Guiding of guests in Auditorium, guarding safety during program and emergency             
                          response officers. 
Security       –  Qualified, representative and hospitable. Mandatory during evening programs. 
 
Emergency response / First aid 
During events, an adequate amount of emergency response staff will be present. In case you need 
extra first aid employees during your event we would be happy to arrange this for you. 

 
Firewatch 
It is mandatory to hire a fire watch when detection systems are temporarily out of operation due to 
smoke machines or the use of open flames or gas outside the kitchen. We can arrange this for you.

- All the fire doors in Theater Amsterdam must be able to open and close at all times. 
- Escape routes must be taken into account when placing furniture and other materials.
